8. In what ways has the gift of Jesus been good news and great joy in your life, and
what are some practical ways you can share that gift with others?

Is there anything God is calling you to do that
you are delaying rather than obeying?

10. What is the Holy Spirit saying to you that will require faith in action?

11. Allow the Holy Spirit to guide you in a time of prayer.
